When we brought utilities on the property in 2014 (picture at
left), we thought we were being very proactive in making
provision for electric, water, internet, and sewer. However,
as careful as we were, we did not envision that we would
need three-phase power for the lodge. Now, the people

| working on the mechanicals are telling us that although we
| could possibly get by with single-phase, in the long run it

would be far better and more efficient with three-phase. We
talked to all the individuals involved with the process, and
the estimated total cost is $75,000. We are obtaining the
right-of-way from those at Rails to Trails, and they would
prefer for us to complete the work before next spring. We
certainly want to accommodate their kindness in allowing us
to use the area along the Rails to Trails for our conduit, so
our goal is to raise the $75,000 before December 31st.
